The importance of parents' 
involvement 

 

Early intervention and parent's involvement in hearing impaired infants is 
essential due to the early connections formed in communication and 
attachment with the parents and the initiation of acquiring speech.  

(Sass-Lehrer& Bodner-Jhonson, 2003) 

Involvement of the family in the process enables integration of language and 
communication in everyday activity, in the natural surroundings of the 
family. Implementing this intervention in the daily routine improves 
communicating characteristics of the parents and turns out to be of crucial 
influence in advancing of the child (Kaiser & Hancock, 2003; Lang, 2003)
